Conservatism and Demoticism -
New orientations (1917-1936)

In 1917, Prime Minister El. Venizelos, along with his associates

A. Delmouzos, D. Glinos, and M. Triantafyllidis,

initiates the Educational Reform

according to the ideas of educational demoticism.

However, in 1920, Venizelos loses the elections,

and the reform is overturned,

leading to political instability.

From 1920 to 1928,

there are 34 different governments and 24 Ministers of Education,
with liberal and conservative governments alternating.

Along with the changes in government, the language of reading
books shifts

from Katharevousa to Demotic.

From 1928 to 1932, the government of El. Venizelos

continues the Education Reform.
